Kings and Queens Year 1 6 sessions

This Kings and Queens unit will feach about the significant British monarchs in history, and
give a more in-depth study of Richard IIT as well as asking the children to draw comparisons
between Elizabeth I and Queen Victoria. The unit consolidates the children's awareness of
the past and significant individuals through using timelines and making comparisons between
various periods in history.

e Talk about how we know about the lives of some significant people in history, such as
Richard IIT and that information comes from a variety of sources.

e Talk and write about some significant monarchs studied in this unit.
e Order monarchs on a timeline with increasing accuracy.
e Think of some questions for their own enquiries into various kings and queens that
interest them. Answer some historical questions using names and places linked to this
unit of work

Richard ITI was a ruthless ruler who was king from 1483 to 1485

Queen Victoria: Queen Victoria was born 24 May 1819. Aged 18 she became Queen of Great
Britain and she went on to rule for 63 years - at the time - she was the longest-serving
Monarch in Europe. She ruled through a period of British imperialism with the British Empire
expanding and she became Empress of India. She came to epitomise an era of social
conservatism and economic expansion.
